Patrick Britt: My new position as the
Coordinator of the Officiating Program
has created a new set of challenges for
me. [ have always enjoyed the
teaching side of the job and this is
providing me with a lot of
opportunities to help educate fans,
players, coaches and officials. I have
had amazing support in my time out
here and that has helped to ease the
transition to my new off ice life.

Center Ice: Who has influenced you in
your career?

Patrick Britt: There have been so
many people. Rich Caplin, Matt Jones,
Scott Purdue, Ian Walsh, Mike
Condon, Scott Brand, Matt Leaf and of
course my mom and dad Celeste and
Jim all have influenced me in different
ways.

Center Ice: Did you follow any players
growing up?

Patrick Britt: I was actually a Rangers
fan growing up for one reason, Mike
Richter. I met him at a goalie camp at
a young age and followed his entire
career very closely.

The United States Women’s
National Soccer team defending
Olympic champions visited Philadelphia
on September 13th versus the Irish
National team at Lincoln Financial Field
as part of their Olympic celebration tour.
The Americans did not disappoint the
13,176 fans that came out to see them
shutting out Ireland 2-0.

The victory was the 29th win for the
U.S. this year with Natasha Kai heading
in a beautiful right wing cross from
captain Heather O’Reilly at the 32
minute mark. Irish goalkeeper Emma
Byrne (Arsenal Ladies) had several big
saves as her team was out shot 20-4.
Heather O’Reilly sealed the victory
when she rocketed a shot to the upper
left corner of the net from about 20
yards with four minutes left in the
contest.

The United States team have several
players from the local area that include
Carli Lloyd (Delran, N.J.), Heather
O’Reilly (New Brunswick, N.J.), Nicole
Barnhart (Gilbertsville, Pa.) and Christie
Rampone (Point Pleasant, N.J.).
